Light: full sun to part shade

American cities, including Washington D.C.
Unfortunately, Dutch Elm Disease has destroyed
the majority of Elms in the U.S. We plant
disease-resistant hybrid varieties, such as

“Valley Forge,” to restore this magnificent tree

in our landscapes. The Elm lives from 175 to

300 years.
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
